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1.  Item Name: WORK AND STORAGE FACILITIES; PROVIDE

2.  Scope of Work:

2.1  Location of Work: Contractor’s facilities.

2.2  Identification: None
2.3  Intent: Furnish all labor, material, tools, equipment, staging, crane services, lighting and ventilation, transportation, general supplies and general services throughout the period the vessel is in the Contractor’s facilities.

3.  Work Description:
3.1  Provide safe wharfage during entire period.

3.2  Provide labor and material to connect and supply 450Volt AC, 60 Hz, 3 Phase electrical power in quantity sufficient to light the vessel and run any equipment. Contractor shall maintain adequate lighting at all times in all working areas.

3.3  Provide labor and material required to accept vessel at Contractor’s facilities and moor vessel properly. Upon completion of the contract performance period Contractor shall provide labor and material required to shift vessel from Contractor’s facility and deliver to Owner in stream.

3.4  Provide the services of a bonded, uniformed guard, Pinkerton or equal, to stand gangway watches aboard ship on a 24 hour basis for the entire contract performance period. The guard must be from a reputable security service. The guard shall maintain a daily sign in sign out log for all visitors, Owner Representative, and other Government Contractor employees. 

3.5  Furnish fire watch service during the entire contract performance period. Fire watch stations shall be maintained throughout the vessel. Watch is to be maintained 24 hours a day whether or not work is being performed.

3.6  Provide labor and material required to hook up and maintain unlimited local and long distance service for three independent telephone lines. Provide and maintain one independent telepnone line for the contractor furnished plain paper fax machine.

3.7  Provide and maintain two independent hand held cellular telephones and cellular connection for use by the Owners Representative and MARAD Surveyor.

3.8  Furnish labor and facilities to remove and dispose off garbage upon the vessel’s arrival at the contractor’s facility. Contractor shall also furnish labor to remove garbage and debris from the vessel on a daily basis. Before departure of the vessel from the Contractor’s facility, all areas where work has been performed or any other area affected by such work shall be thoroughly cleaned and any accumulated debris shall be removed. At no time shall garbage and debris be allowed to accumulate so that it may become a hazard to personnel. Contractor shall furnish and maintain dumpsters on deck.

3.9  Contractor shall provide labor and material required to supply and install 500W heat lamps on motors and other designated electrical equipment in engine room, steering gear room, vessel’s fore peak area (bow thruster, winch MG sets), and forward pump room. Heat lamps are to be maintained during entire contract performance period and checked daily. Upon completion of all work Contractor shall be responsible for disconnecting and removing all lamps, sockets, and other related Contractor furnished item.

3.10  On vessel’s arrival at the Contractor’s facility the contractor shall make “safe for men and/or safe for hot work” as well as provide a certified marine chemist’s gas free certificate for all FO/Ballast/FW tanks, cofferdams, holds, machinery spaces, FO/LO lines. Contractor shall have daily inspections made by a Marine Chemist in order to verify gas free condition prior to start of any hot work. Copies of daily chemist certificates are to be properly posted on the ship and handed to COTR on-site.

3.11  Contractor shall furnish crane service for handling stores on and off the vessel and for any and all lifts required to handle GFM’s and/or GFE’s. In addition to meeting the requirements elsewhere in these specifications crane must be capable of landing a minimum of 5 Tons on deck.

3.12  Contractor shall be responsible for Good Housekeeping, all parts removed for later reuse will be properly marked, stored in safe location and later returned to vessel for reinstallation. When specifcally required in other parts of these specifications existing parts shall be transported to out side shops for reconditioning, returned and s​tored in a safe manner. Proper care is to be excercised at all times to protect and all exposed machinery, equipment, and structural parts.

3.13  The Contractor shall furnish administrative services effective immediately from the time of “Notice to Proceed” as follows:

3.13.1  Provide three (3) air conditioned/heated adjoining offices within the same building structure. Each office shall be furnished with two (2) desks, two (2) chairs, one (1) four drawer legal size filing cabinet, lights, and electrical outlets for uninterrupted operation of electrical apparatus. Offices shall have toilet, shower facilities (with hot and cold running water), clothing change lockers, refrigerator, and bottled water drinking fountain.

3.13.2  The office shall be equipped with a dry photocopier with automatic feed and sorting capabilities with sufficient quantities of paper for the machine available at all times.

3.13.3  The office shall be equipped with “plain paper” facsimile machine with sufficient quantities of paper.

3.13.4  The Contractor shall provide daily Janitorial Services to clean office space.

3.13.5  The Contractor shall supply one electric/elecronic typewriter.

3.13.6  The Contractor shall provide all office supplies.

3.13.7  The Contractor shall supply an IBM 133Mhz. Pentium desk top (or equal) computer system, keyboard, and monitor, with at least one 2GB Hard Drive and one 31/2" high density disk drive. The computer shall be preinstalled with Word 6.0 for Windows, LOTUS 123 Ver.4 for Windows, all maintenance for the machine shall be provided by the Contractor on an “on call” uregent basis.

3.13.8  The Contractor shall provide the sevices of a full time secretary six (6) days per week, eight hours a day, during the entire performance period. The secretary shall not be an employee of the contractor and must be obtained from an outside reputable service pool. The secretary shall be directly responsible to the COTR, however, the contractor shall be responsible for all payments to the secretary or the service company.

3.14  The Contractor shall provide potable water for the vessel, prior to dock trials and sea trials. Contractor shall be responsible for all connects and disconnects.

3.15  Contracor shall remove all slops generated by the crew.

3.16  Contractor shall furnish adequate quantities of dry compressed air at 100psi minimum. The Contractor shall not use shipboard compressors.

3.17  Contractor shall provide six (6) parking spaces within 100 feet of the office space.

3.18  Contractor shall provide temporary protective covering flame retardant 6mm hardboard or approved heavy sheeting to assure that all deck coverings in the accommodations are not damaged during the modification work. The protective covering shall remain in place until all work is completed and the vessel is ready for redelivery. Upon completion of all work, Contractor is to clean all decks, and remove all adhesive residue. All rooms to be thoroughly clean. 

3.19  Contractor shall provide two walkie talkie radios and chargers.

3.20  All transportation of materials, machinery parts, tools, steel, and stowage of new equipment and/or spare parts shall be carried out as necessary by the shipyard. The Contractor shall at his own expense receive, transport, inspect, store, protect and place aboard the vessel all material and equipment furnished by the Owner to the vessel for this Contract. All material, equipment intended for this vessel shall be adequately stowed and protected by the Contractor while in his possession. Generally, all material, equipment, etc. other than structural, shall be warehoused or otherwise protected from the weather. Contractor shall be responsible for all Government Furnished Material/Equipment while in the Contractor’s possession. Contractor shall ensure that all GFM or GFE is installed or deliverd to the vessel in essentially the same condition as when received, normal wear and tear excepted.
