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1. Item Name: RUDDER; USCG AIR TEST

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work: Rudder area; while vessel is on dry-dock.

2.2  Identification: N/A

2.3  Intent: The intent of this item is to carry out an air test of rudder sufficient to demonstrate watertightness of rudder to USCG and other cognizant regulatory bodies.

3. Work Description:
3.1  Upon completion of draining liquids from interior of rudder, covered elsewhere in this specification, reinstall previously removed plug in top area of rudder. Set up compressed air test rig at lower rudder drain opening and pressurize rudder to a maximum of 2 psig. Check rudder for leaks using soap or similar test media. Mark all leaks found for repair.

CHECK POINT - (Tightness of Rudder)

3.2  Upon completion of repairs, re-pressurize rudder to approx. 2 psig and hold this pressure for a minimum of ten (10) minutes. Present to COTR, USCG and other cognizant regulatory bodies. Upon approval, de-pressurize rudder and remove test rig.
