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1. Item Name: LIGHTING SYSTEMS, SURVEY; ACCOMPLISH

2. Scope of Work:

2.1  Location of Work: Throughout ship

2.2  Identification: N/A

2.3  Intent: Provide labor, equipment, and material to conduct a ship's lighting systems survey by energizing the main and emergency lighting circuits, illuminating all lighting fixtures and recording re-lamping requirements; testing and recording insulation resistance and the location of grounds; and verifying that the proper marine fixtures, i.e. waterproof, explosion proof, etc., are as specified by the regulatory bodies. 

3. Work Description:
3.1  Provide labor, services, and material to accomplish the following: 

3.1.1  Prior to commencement of work, the Contractor shall prepare a workbook listing by deck/platform every area, space, compartment and cargo area that contains illumination devices. The quantity, wattage, type of illuminaires (flood, incandescent, fluorescent, etc.) and type of fixture (watertight, explosion proof, etc.) shall be listed. The worksheet format shall be acceptable to the COTR. 

CHECK POINT - (Submittal Of Survey Workbook Format)

3.1.2  From a source that will supply sufficient wattage at the proper voltage and frequency, energize the main and emergency lighting circuits. Using the approved Survey Workbook as a guide, illuminate all lighting fixtures in each specified area/space/etc. and record re-lamping requirements and verification that the proper marine fixtures, i.e. waterproof, explosion proof, etc., are as specified by the cognizant regulatory bodies. 

3.2  De-energize, secure, and tag out power to the main and emergency lighting circuits.

3.2.1  Open distribution boxes and perform a visual inspection. 

3.2.2  Perform megger, ground and continuity tests on all main and emergency lighting circuits. Record all readings in the Survey Workbook.

3.3  The Contractor shall provide a written report of the conditions found and recorded in the Survey Workbook and recommendations for corrective action.

3.4  All cleaning material (rags, solvent, etc.) is to be disposed of in such manner as to have a zero impact upon the environment.
